•	 Deliver sustainability initiatives 
over the next 10 years as part  
of our Climate Emergency  
Action Plan.

•	 Renew and upgrade recreation, 
leisure and community facilities 
including environmentally 
sustainable design. 

While we deliver for future years,  
we are conscious of the  
continuing cost of living crisis  
for our community. We are keeping 
our average general rate increase  
in line with the State Government’s 
rate cap of 2.75 per cent.

•	 drainage, irrigation, landscape and turf improvement 
works.

These upgrades start an exciting new chapter and a 
bright future for Doncaster Baseball Club, local schools, 
and the baseball community in Manningham.

The Pathway to Employment program was supported  
by Council’s Community Partnership Program and 
enabled participants to gain valuable employment 
experience and skills in customer service, food 
preparation, money handling and running a business.

Recently, the Embrace Café crew poured their last coffee 
for Manningham Mayor, Councillor Carli Lange before 
wrapping up for winter.

Councillors joined Council and Onemda staff to celebrate 
the 16 participants, their families and carers. The crowd 
heard from Patrick, who spent Mondays serving coffee 
and Wednesdays baking delicious, salted caramel cookies, 
chocolate fudge slices and banana bread for the café.

Patrick said he had learned to greet customers in a  
polite, happy way.

“It is very important because people don’t want to  
buy coffee from grumpy people!

Cr Lange said Council was proud to support the Pathway 
to Employment program and see it growing into a 
strong, sustainable initiative which made a difference  
to everyone involved. 

“Firstly, through our Community Partnership Grant, 
which provides funding to support the in-house training 
component at Onemda, and secondly, through the 
wonderful café, here at the Depot. We look forward to 
deepening our links with Onemda so that participants 
can keep putting their great skills to work!”

A new way to shape Manningham’s future
We’re always exploring new ways to improve how we hear from our community. A big part of 
this is making sure we’re considering various perspectives on matters that affect local people.

Our 2024/25 Community Panel is our most advanced engagement approach to date. Between September 2024 and 
February 2025, 40 randomly and independently selected panel members will take part in externally run sessions. 

Panellists will learn about topics relating to our community and Council and provide insights to help determine  
key priorities for Manningham. They will receive in-depth background information about our services, costs, and 
legislative requirements to help inform their recommendations. These recommendations will help us create key 
strategic documents such as the Council Plan, Asset Plan, and Financial Plan. The plans will guide Council decisions  
for the next four years and beyond.

This process allows panel members enough time and information to reflect on their decision-making which will  
shape the recommendations we use to plan for Manningham’s future.

A new Stormwater Management 
Strategy for Manningham
We’re developing a Stormwater Management Strategy 
(Strategy) to help identify, manage and reduce flood risk  
to people, property, infrastructure and the environment. 

The Strategy will comprise a two-part document including:

1.	 Stormwater Management Policy: a framework detailing the 
methodology and criteria for prioritisation of Council’s future  
drainage capital works projects.

2.	 Future Works Plan: a prioritised list of future capital works projects 
within the municipality.

It will guide Council’s planning and investment in the long-term Capital 
Works Program to support a healthy, safe and resilient community. 

It will be informed by a range of Council endorsed documents, existing 
data sources (customer requests), flood mapping information and internal 
stakeholder feedback. 

Council will consider the draft Policy for adoption in late 2024.

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Water stories 
Reflecting on his younger years, Manningham 
resident, John Rogan, recites a quote from 
Kenneth Grahame’s classic novel The Wind 
in the Willows: “Believe me my young friend, 
there is nothing – absolutely nothing – half  
so much worth doing as simply messing 
about in boats”.

Growing up in Mordialloc, which lies on Port Phillip 
Bay where it meets the Mordialloc Creek, John was 
compelled to the water early in life.

He realised its value and significance, as well as our  
moral obligation to care for it. 

Now in his retirement, John’s appreciation and esteem 
for our waterways has not wavered. 

He is calling for the community to consider our legacy  
for future generations and how we can all contribute  
to a sustainable water future.

“Unfortunately, the water supply  
available on Earth is limited. We need 
to think about how our decisions today 
might impact the health and resilience  
of our waterways,” John said.

Throughout his life, John has been involved in several 
water related initiatives. Since 2019, he has also been 
volunteering with Waterwatch– a citizen science  
program for monitoring waterway health. 

John and his fellow Waterwatch volunteers set out 
regularly to sample and test water from Mullum  
Mullum Creek. They provide results to both Council  
and Melbourne Water, which use the data to review 
trends across our waterways and consider opportunities 
for improvement. 

At a local level, John urges us all to consider how we can 
contribute to a brighter water future. He also cautioned 
about some behaviours that could be impacting the 
health of our waterways.

“Whether you’re washing your car, rinsing 
paint brushes, or disposing of food items, 
chemicals or medications – you should 
be mindful of the harm your waste could 
cause to the environment and wildlife if 
it makes its way to a drain and into our 
waterways,” he said.

“Our waterways are important habitat – they’re like a 
superhighway for native wildlife.

“We need to shift our mindset and consider that if  
we don’t dispose of this harmful waste responsibly,  
it will travel directly to someone else’s home or habitat.  
Before you dispose of something down the sink or drain,  
I urge you to think about the platypus and rakali that  
live in our waterways,” he said.

John also added that if we mindfully care for our local 
waterways, it will also have a positive impact on a much 
larger scale.

“Water is vital to the health and wellbeing of our 
community. It is vital to the liveability and resilience  
of Manningham and beyond – as it makes its way from  
our local creeks to the Yarra River and through to  
Port Phillip Bay.

“We all have a role to play in protecting 
our waterways for the benefit of our 
community, environment and native 
wildlife,” John said.

John’s passion and concerns for our waterways are 
shared across industry and the local community. 

Melbourne Water has coordinated a Yarra River 50-year 
community vision, which outlines the community’s 
hopes for the Yarra River/Birrarung. It provides the 
strategic framework to protect the waterway and guides 
the Yarra Strategic Plan / Burndap Birrarung burndap 
umarkoo.

With an operating budget of $155 million, we’ll provide more than 100 valuable services for our residents, businesses 
and visitors. We’ll maintain and enhance community assets with a $55 million capital works program, including:

	▶ $6 million for footpaths and cycleways

	▶ $4 million for drainage

	▶ $3.1 million for the Schramm's Cottage Museum 
Complex Visitor Centre

	▶ $1.6 million for playspace renewals

The co-working business hub at MC Square will be far more than a professionally designed and operated space  
to conduct business. It will support a healthy economy and the business community, with a concierge and tailored 
calendar of events to create excitement and stimulate cooperation, as well as spaces for 30 to 40 users. 
We expect the co-working business hub to open in July 2025.

Neighbourhood Houses: Supporting Manningham Carers
Community learning centres (such as Neighbourhood Houses) strengthen local communities 
by encouraging participation.

There are five Neighbourhood Houses in Manningham that provide a range of initiatives where people can connect, 
learn, and engage in social, educational, recreational and support activities. Through Manningham Council these 
houses are working together to deliver, Manningham Carers: Strong and Connected.

Due to the demanding, and at times isolating nature of a carer’s role, social and community connections like the 
programs delivered at Neighbourhood Houses are crucial.

Interacting with others offers a sense of understanding and shared experience as well as giving problem solving and 
coping strategies. It also provides carers with social ties outside of caregiving which prevents burnout, promotes self-
care, and ensures a more balanced lifestyle.  

The programs being delivered through Manningham Carers: Strong and Connected provide social connection, 
employment pathways post caring and programs focusing on health and wellbeing of the carer.
